Preparing for an Inspection
Here are a few things to be mindful of during an Incidental or MLL inspection:

· Pair work: Use Think – Pair - Share
· Keywords on wall: Have students design word walls or use Wordle/Tagxedo etc.
· Students' own work on wall: Posters, projects etc.
· Good interaction between teacher and student: Allow for wait time when asking questions.
· Well structured lessons: Show evidence of planning etc.
· Sharing the learning outcome with students at the start of class and having closure at the end: Use the data projector to display objective of the lesson.
· Positive and formative feedback to students (AfL) especially written in copies: Use 3 strand feedback when possible – What has been done well; key areas to work on relevant to learning aims of the exercise & the next steps to be taken by the student to improve from where s/he is now.

· Copies checked and written on by teacher: Regular evidence is essential.
· Use of ICT: At start of lesson, use of PowerPoint, video clips etc. when relevant.
